DEFINITION OF INTERPRETIVE OBJECTIVES AND OPERATING PLAN 

Introduction 

The Crew's Quarters and Boathouse at the Sleeping Bear Point Life-

Saving Station, Sleeping Bear Dunes National Seashore will primarily 

convey an understanding of the life and work of the Life-Saving Serv­

ice crew, provoke interest in the martime context of the station, and 

convey an understanding of the development and evaluation of the need 

for aids and assistance to mariners, as stated in the Interpretive 

Prospectus: Sleeping Bear Point Coast Guard Station (1981). The 

Crew's Quarters will show the military style life of the crew and 

exhibit the Life-Saving Service's summer and winter uniforms. The 

Boathouse will contain both furnishings and exhibits as outlined in 

the Interpretive Prospectus in order to demonstrate the use of the 

Life-Saving Service equipment on display. Some furnishings may have 

to be eliminated or moved in order to accommodate the exhibits and 

visitor access. 

Crew's Quarters - Room 206 

A. INTERPRETIVE OBJECTIVE - The main interpretive objective is to 

create a feeling of the spartan, semimilitary, rugged life of Life-

Saving station crew members who lived at this station from 1901-1912 

when it was at its original location at Sleeping Bear Point. This 

ambience will be created by use of original and replica furnishings 

and equipment. Original room furnishings were very meager; six or 

seven beds, small closets for each crew member with no nonregulation, 

personal items, pictures, or equipment in the room. 
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
