Augusta Canal tells the story of the Industrial Revolution in the American
South. Built in 1845 to harness the water and power of the Savannah River,
this canal brought textile and other manufacturing to the region in the era
before, during, and after the American Civil War.

3300 Evans to Locks Road

Right onto Riverwatch Parkway approximately | mile to Stevens Creek Road.

Right on Stevens Creek Road. Travel 2 miles to four-way stop on Evans-to-Locks Road.
Turn Right. Road ends at park entrance (0.8 mile).
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To Discovery Center at Enterprise Mill

1450 Greene Street, Suite 400 (GPS use 400 Blome Lane)

Left onto Riverwatch Parkway, 4 miles to "Downtown & Medical District” off-ramp.
Take ramp, stay in right lane. At second light (Greene & |5th St.) Enterprise Mill is
immediately ahead. From Greene St. turn right at first or second driveway to parking o
lots. Discovery Center entrance is center door on west side of main mill building. ~[H (6)

canal boat tours. Be sure to allow time to explore the exhibits, view the orientation

film and browse the Canal Gift Shop.The Discovery Center in Enterprise Mill is open
daily April through November, Tuesdays through Saturdays December through February.
