In the four decades that the National Park Service has been 

actively involved in the administration of historic sites, numerous 

studies have been undertaken by Service historians-and architects 

(and professionals in these fields under contract to the Service) 

in connection with their preservation and interpretation.

All were prepared 

to answer particular questions--and in many cases, questions that 

may be asked again.

Studies recorded 

in the Division of History card index but not present in its f i !es 

are designated by an asterisk (*); it is hoped that copies of these

Both the parks and the resource study personnel using the Division 

of History files should benefit from such an exchange. In the process, 

we may find that a few "new" questions have been answered.
