With reference to the enclosed memorandum of March 14 by Cus-
todian Cole, we think the offer of Mr. Frank H. Bagley, to donsate
to the Park Service the presemt road to Indien Cove as well as a
100 ft. strip on each side of the center line from the main highwey
to the Monument boundary, is very gemerous of lMr. Bagley. In any
circumstance we shall have a subdivision development adjacent to the
Monument boundary in the section now owned by Mr. Bagley, and we can-
not hope to control developments on private lands outside our bound=
aries. The main approach road to the Monument from Twentynine Palms
gl ready skirts private subdivisionse

It is our opinion that Mr. Cole should discuss with Mr. Bagley
the possibility of having the two or three subdivision roads, which
are proposed to cross ours, terminate at the right-of-way line so
that our road into Indien Gulch ecould have the best possible charact-

er under the conditions.

MEMORANDUM for the Regional Director, Reglon Four.

Recently lMr, Frank H. Bagley who ownes 540 acres, Sec. 38, T.1l H.,
R.8 B., S.B.M., Just north of Tndian Cove called upon me and informed
me that he contemplated selling this land, bub with the reservation that
the present entrance road to Indian Cove and a strip of land 100 feet
wide on either side of the centerline of the road would be regerved and
deeded to the Park Service., He wanted to know if the Gervice would accept
g deed %o this land.

1end in this section is velued at $100 an aere. A strip 200 feet wide
and a mile long will contain over 24 acres and will be vyalued at aboutb

In discussing this proposition, I pointed out that if the Park Service
accepted a deed to the land, it would no% want to have any subdivision
roads crossing the strip and the entrance road to the Monument. Mr. Bagley
believed that such & resiriction would prohibit sale of the section and
suggested that only three side roads have access to the entrance road .
These roads would c¢ross the strip one gquarter mile, a half mile and three-
guarter miles from the 29 Palms Highway. We further discussed how we could
keep roads from being made from use and decided that a deep ditch on both
sides of the strip of land would prohiblt or discourage the development
of such roads,

Pergonally I do not belleve a 200 foot parkway is gufficiently wide,
but considering the value of the land, I do not ses how we capn expeet Mr.
Bagley to give us any more. If we 4o not accept this offer, we could have
no control for a mile along the entrance road to Indian Cove. Acoepting
the gift would give the Service eontrol of a 100 foot strip on either side
and certainly this is the lesser of the two evils, and I recommend thatb
prompt consideration be given to this affair.

Mr. Bagley feels that he is honor bound to safeguard the entrance
rosd to Indian Gove, because he told me at the time he purchased the land
from the 8. P. Land Co. that he would not subdivide it into tracts smeller
then 40 acres, It was due %o a tip which T unintentionally gave him that
Mr. Bagley found out the land was for gsale. In the process of trying to
get permission for the county to improve the road across this section, I
found out that a local corporation had defaulted in their payments. In
talking to Mr, Bagley ebout how I could help the county sppease property
owners who lived north of the 29 Palms Highway and who wanted the entrance
road farther east., I mentioned that the S, P. Lend Co would give a right~
of-way on either the sixteenth or quatter section line, Mr. Bagley at once



and in my presence then called the S. P. Lend Co, and bought the properiy.
I mention the above so as to make it a matber of record becsuse Wr. Bagley
now stands to make o considerable return frem this desl, If it should be-
come generslly known how Mr. Dagley obtained informetion that the land was
for sale there might be some eriticimm beceuse I have always been very
friendly with ¥r. Bagley.

tn discussing this proposed denstion with ¥r. Bagley, we suggest thed
it be strongly advised that the trsmsfer of title could only be scoeptable
on & Pes simple basis without reservations other than eassnente for private
road crossings, and thet the mumber of these erossinge must bs reduced Go
. an abeolute minisum. Unless acosss i limited or denisd sutirsly, we are
in the position of Porever muinkaining & read purtially ueed for private
aud poesibly future commercial purposes.

The sttached sketoh indicstes what we would consider a reasonsble
scheme for public seccess in comsction with subdividing the section of
lend veped by ¥r. Bagley. The schems consists of highway scesss for tracts
1, 2, 3, snd 4 end entrance road sesess for all other tracts at one point
on the sptrance roude

Accass would nesd to be provided in sny eveat for tracts 7, 8, 1i, iz,
16 and 16 by deed reservations ané roads of some Type construeted for the
joint use of these traet owners ropardless of the nuaber of access polnts
ellowed along the Bnbrance Ruads One other eatrenco yosd access probably
will be recuested st or near ths intersection of tracts S13 and 10-14 in
ovder to sliminabe ths need for access reservetions and road building through
tracts 5 smd 10 in order to provide sccess for ewners of trasts 18 and 1.
However, we Pesl that the benefit derived from slininating an aocess on the
entrance road oubweighs the cosis imvolved in building & short zection of
perallel public romd. -

Mri Farries sketched lines on the propesed oasis hesdquariers ghest
which was delsted from the Mester Plan indiceting in general the area he
thought the vorporation board would be wiliing to donate o the Park Ser-
vice. ‘ ‘

The problem wes discussed with Lendsecape Architect Bi1l. He will pre~
pare & sketch mep when he returng to Sen Pranciseo,.

Following sre our comments regarding the problems

{1) The area is sn outstending osasis and should be preserved.
{2) Sinee the omsis will be surrounded ultimabely by residences, it
ghould be a elty parkes ’
{3) Control of the area by the Park Service will be sn expense end
@& headzcke t0 the Federal Govermment.
{4) To sccept administration of the area will necessitate accepbance
of an obligation to protect, administer and %o keep it ¢lean,
{8) Past history of sllotments for maintenance, administration and
protection for Joshua Tree have been such ag $o discourage the accep-
tange of eny additional responsibility.
{6) Control of the oasis will require the sonstrmietion of a low wall
around it.
{7} No funds have ever been slloted Joshug Tree for physicel improve-
ments and there is no reason to believe any will be provided soon.
{8) The Service cannot accept this area and wall ben years bofore de=
ciding what to do sbout it end before providing funds with which 1o
do ite
{9} The area proposed for donation is too smalle ‘
