Reference is made to our.i, many attempts to work up acceptable land 
excha.ng;es ·with the State of California in:1Tol vine; all surveyed and 
1 . .msurveyed school sections in the Death VaJ.ley and Joshua Tree NationaJ. 
Monuments and amounting to about 125,000 acres. It will be recalled 
that the only selections now under consideration lie in the Salton Sea 
area, and that of these certain specifi.c sections finally were also 
rejected leaving a balance of about 10,250 acres available under the 
proposal. In this connection Tuir. Man bey met today vvith Messrs e Ifoff'rn.an 
and Favorite of the Bureau of Land Management, e.nd Mr. Ireland of the 
State Division of Lands. 

Mr. Ireland mentioned that Col. Ellsworth, ·bhe Sal ton Ses. applicant, 
is in agreement as to elimination of the greater rn.unber of the recently 
rejected sections, ·but he will seek re-inch1sion of t,vo of the seotj.ons 
in question since, he says, inquiry in the field indicates the;I:; a revi­
sion of Bureau of Reclamation plans believed to be in effect could 
reasonably make them available, and he claims they are essential to his 
project. As soon as this office has received copies of certain corres­
pondence from Mr. Ireland we will investigate this further, probably 
through the Regional Director, Bureau of Reclamation, Boulder City. 

Mr. Ireland discussed our sugger:d-;ion of December 2 that 12.,500 
s.cres in San Bernardino County be used as a partial substitution.. He 
said that this land, lying about 6 to J.8 miles nor-t;h of Barstow·, did not 
appear to be su:i.:l:;able and therefore he would not wish to apply for it• 
It will be recalled that the Barstow area was withdrawn in 1930 at the 
request of' the State of California for park purposes but was never taken 
up, and the State Division of Beaches and Parks has recently intimated 
to us in m·i ting; that it is no longer iu-berested in Hs acquisition. 
Our recommendations as to disposition of' the vvlthdrawal will be trans­
mitted in a separate memorandum. 

Mr. Ireland said he would be glad, hm,rever, to u·cilize a block of 
land consisting of about 20,000 acres which he has a demand for, J.ying 
along the Nevada boundary in Inyo Cov.11.ty. ThiG block appears to be 
available, a.nd it was agreed that Mr. Ireland should file an application 
for it immediately with the Sacramento District Land office. It was 

.. pointed oui to 1,Ir. Ireland that he would need largely to use :isurveyecl 11 

sections as base. He said that the Commission was very insistent that 
he use up also the 1\L11surveyed 11 sections. 



Consideration was then given to the area proposed by Mr. Favorite, 
and lying in Lake and Mendocino Counties. Til.is area, which is of con­
siderable size, was withdra1N11 in 1927 or 1928 ux1der a..11. Act of Congress 
:Cor recreational purposes to be ad.rn.inistered by the County Supervisors. 
It is believed that this withdrawal could be revoked and that it could 
be made available for exchange on the basis that the State Division of 
La..11.ds would sell it to the State Division of Fish and Game for Hunting 
Refuges. Mr. Ireland mentioned that he thought he could secure the 
acquiescence of the State Di vision of Fish and Gai71e :i.n such a purchase, 
and stated that he had previously put through a similar transaction with 
them el sevrhere in the State, at which time a sale was made on the basis 
of f~2.50 an acre. It will probably be necessary to include other public 
domain lying in these two counties, and there seems to be sufficient 
additional land available theri:i for this purpose. It· was decided that 
Regional Administrator Hoffman would write Mr. Ireland listing available 
public domain in these counties sufficient to absorb all school sections 
remaining beyond the other two contemplated exchanges. Jillr. Ireland 
1,vill then ·cake the matter up at the next meeting of the Commission., 
This exchange 11rnuld be on an acre for acre 'oasis, and Jche three proposed 
exchanges v.--e hope would again contemplate em'ora.cing the entire 125,000 
acres in the two monuments.
