The Nat iona l Park S e r v i c e , a bureau of the Department of 
t h e I n t e r i o r , i s r e s p o n s i b l e f o r a d m i n i s t e r i n g and p r o t e c t i n g 
F e d e r a l l y owned s c e n i c , s c i e n t i f i c , h i s t o r i c , and r e c r e a t i o n a l 
a r e a s o f n a t i o n a l s i g n i f i c a n c e t h a t were e s t a b l i s h e d f o r the 
b e n e f i t and e n j o y m e n t o f t h e p e o p l e . 

T h i s r e p o r t i s a c o m p i l a t i o n of the y e a r l y summations 
o f the d a i l y count or e s t i m a t e of the number of v i s i t o r s e n t e r i n g 
the areas a d m i n i s t e r e d by the N a t i o n a l Park S e r v i c e for the y e a r s 
1904 through 1940. The r e p o r t i n g year comprises the twe lve month 
p e r i o d commencing October 1 and ending September 30. The r e p o r t 
c o n s i s t s of four t a b l e s , each of which c o v e r s a t e n year p e r i o d 
e x c e p t Table I . Each t a b l e i n c l u d e s o n l y t h o s e a r e a s r e p o r t i n g 
v i s i t o r s for the p e r i o d covered by that p a r t i c u l a r t a b l e . 

For purposes of t h i s r e p o r t , the a r e a s are grouped and 
t h e d a t a summarized i n a c c o r d a n c e with t h e t a b u l a t i o n b e l o w .
