DEFINITIONS

As used in this report, certain terms have specialized definitions.

Visit. The entry of any person, except National Park Service personnel
{meaning staff of cooperating associations, concessioners, and contractors, as well
as those directly employed by the Service, and the households of personnet
residing in the parks), onto lands or waters administered by the National Park
Service.

Visitor. A person who generates a visit as defined above. Though this same
person may enter the same park a number of times, or several different parks over
the course of the year, he is counted as a separate visit for each entry.

Visitor-Hour. The presence of one or more visitors in a park for continuous,
intermittent, or simultaneous periods of time aggregating one hour (e.g. one
person for one hour, two persons for one-half hour each, etc.).

Overnight Stay.  The passing of one night by a visitor within a park {on park
lands or waters, not on private inholdings within the park boundaries}. An
overnight stay occurs each night a visitor remains in the park.

MNonrecreation. Any use other than recreation as defined below.
Recreation.  Any reportable use of National Park Service areas for the purpose

of engaging in any activities except those which are part of, or incidental to, the
pursuit of a gainful occupation.
