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Introduction

Volume | of the Wind Cave National Park Historic Housing Area Historic Structures Report
(HSR) covers the history of the development of the park and the historic housing area. This
individual Volume Il is to serve as a guide for the future caretaking of this significant property,
HS-04 Fire Office Building. This volume focuses on the individual history, review of existing
conditions and treatment recommendations unique to HS-04.

The one-and-one-half story HS-04 building was originally built in 1905 as the superintendent’s
residence, overlooking the historic cave entrance. The 3,200 square foot building has
undergone several major renovations and expansions. The building currently serves as the Fire
Office for the park. HS-04 retains a significant amount of exterior integrity and some interior
finishes dating to the period of significance (1928 — 1942). The building is visible from the public
right of way and the exterior should be preserved in its current condition to the extent possible.

The shell of the HS-04 is in overall good condition, having been very well maintained for the last
110 years. Raised grade along the side of the addition is causing deterioration of the stucco
exterior. The original wood windows are missing throughout the building and require
replacement to assist with energy efficiency. Suspect hazardous materials have been located in
the house which will require investigation and abatement. The existing HVAC system is not
adequately heating or cooling the building and the overall office space is ready for a major
rehabilitation.

With the ultimate treatment recommendation to Rehabilitate the building, great care shall be
taken to rehabilitate the building and accommodate for the needs of the 21 century office
space, while preserving the house’s most significant features.

Significant Features
Care should be taken to preserve the following significant historic features routine maintenance
and through future rehabilitation projects.

Exterior:
= Site — The building is located on a hill, northwest of the Administration Building, and is
set into the gently sloping hillside.
Massing — The U-shape plan and 1 72 story massing with hipped and gable roofs.
Roofline — Hipped and gable roofs.
Basic Footprint — U-shape
Porches — Front stone terrace with battered walls and stone steps. Decorative gabled
hood over dormitory entrance.
Stonework—Native stone laid in a random ashlar pattern.
Chimneys — Native stone central chimney and west chimney.
Stucco — Spanish stucco exterior walls.
Gable — Wood horizontal siding with louver.
= Trim —Wood cornice, typical throughout historic housing area.

» Patterns of fenestration — Original window and door openings.

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History and Significance of HS-04

development of the Historic Housing Area of Wind Cave National Park.

At the core of HS-04, now known as the Fire Office, is the original superintendent’s residence
for Wind Cave National Park, and the first building constructed specifically for park use in 1905.
The original residence was a four-room cottage with stone walls and an open wrap-around front
porch (Figures 4 and 5). It was constructed for William Rankin, the first Superintendent of Wind
Cave National Park." As was often the case in the early years of the park’s existence, funds for
new construction were limited. Rankin’s successor as Superintendent later wrote:

An inspector came out from Washington in 1909 and was amazed to see the stone

residence, since no appropriation had been made available. | think he left still

wondering how it was built. The answer was; an appropriation of stone for bridge

abutments furnished the stone, quarried on the Park, and labor for road work and

cave improvements took care of the rest. It took figuring in those even if the dollar

was worth more. 2

The stone cottage was the only residence at the park for many years, and at times the
superintendent and his family shared the house with other staff members. In 1918, a small
frame addition was constructed that added two rooms and a bathroom, presumably for staff and
guests and the small gabled dormer on the front of the house was changed into a large shed
dormer, accommodating a much larger space on the second floor (Figures 8 and 9). The
building continued to house all park staff members until 1924 when HS-05 was built to serve as
a ranger cabin.® A small two car garage was added to the southeast corner of the building in
1932.4

In 1934, a new Superintendent’s Residence (HS-03) was constructed, and plans got underway
to remodel this building to serve as a "Rangers Mess and Recreation Building."® Plans for the
two phases of remodeling were drawn by the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design
in 1935 and 1936. The 1935 drawings show interior changes to create a more open floorplan,
as well as extensive exterior alterations designed to bring the exterior styling into compliance
with the design scheme used on other park buildings. The roof lines changed from the large
shed dormer and hipped roofs to having gabled roofs and the eave overhangs were removed.
The porch was removed and a large stone terrace with battered walls was constructed along the

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front of the building (Figures 20 and 21). The 1936 drawings show plans for a large dormitory
addition to the southwest corner; that addition required removal of one of the two rooms that
had been added in 1918.° The two car garage appears to have been removed about the same
time those additions were completed (Figure 24). Much of the labor for the remodeling project
was supplied by CCC workers.

The building served as the Ranger’s Club House into the last quarter of the 20" century, and in
2000, it was converted to office space for the Northern Great Plains Fire Office. Neither of those
functions required significant exterior alterations, and it looks today much as it did in the late
1930s. It is significant as the first building to be constructed at Wind Cave National Park and for
its long tenure as staff housing.

Plans were drawn by “G.W.N.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design,
recommended by W.G. Carnes, Acting Chief Architect, 3/19/1935, and approved by Arno B.
Camerer, Director 4/8/1935. [Appendix A.]

May 1935. Project 6: Remodeling old superintendent’s residence: living room enlarged by

Property file notes “dormitory wing was added, the porch torn off and terrace added.” Oak floors
in dormitory, dining room and living room were installed.

“A small crew worked most of the month on the addition to the ranger’s
clubhouse, placing a stone foundation and starting the framework. Most of the old stonework
around the entire building was veneered with new stone to make this structure conform in
general appearance with other buildings in this area.” The veneering was completed in
December 1936.
