 Introduction and History  
 - 1 -  

Introduction 
 

Volume I of the Wind Cave National Park Historic Housing Area Historic Structures Report 

(HSR) covers the history of the development of the park and the historic housing area. This 

individual Volume IV is to serve as a guide for the future caretaking of this significant property, 

HS-05 Quarters. This volume focuses on the individual history, review of existing conditions and 

treatment recommendations unique to HS-05.  

 

The one-story HS-05 Quarters was built in 1924 as a ranger house. The 1,056 square feet 

house was originally located closer to the road, just north and east of its current location (Figure 

9). In 1935, the house was moved, expanded and extensively remodeled (Figure 14). The 

building currently serves as seasonal housing for park staff. The house is built into the hillside 

and faces east toward the Administration Building with a gabled front porch (Figure 15). HS-05 

is in nearly original 1935 condition, with very few alterations. The house is visible from the public 

right of way and should be preserved in its current condition to the extent possible. 

 

The shell of the HS-05 is in overall good condition, having been very well maintained for the last 

91 years. Raised grade along the west and north sides of the house is causing deterioration of 

the stucco exterior. The stone foundation requires significant repointing. The original wood 

windows are missing and require replacement in several of the rooms, in order to assist with the 

energy efficiency of the house. Besides these issues, the house requires basic maintenance 

and remodeling of outdated spaces.  

 

With the ultimate treatment recommendation to Rehabilitate the building, great care shall be 

taken to rehabilitate and maintain the house in the gentlest means possible, while preserving 

the house’s most significant features. 

 

Significant Features  
Care should be taken to preserve the following significant historic features routine maintenance 

and through future rehabilitation projects.  

 

Exterior: 

� Site – Sloped site. House built into grade. 

� Massing – One story with hipped and gable roofs. 

� Roofline – Hipped and gable roofs. 

� Basic Footprint – Rectangular with front porch and north addition projections. 

� Porches, stoops and stairs – Gabled front porch with stucco low wall and simple square 

wood columns. Stone front steps and stone wing walls. 

� Stonework—Native stone laid in a random ashlar pattern. 

� Chimneys – Native stone laid in a random ashlar pattern. 

� Stucco – Spanish stucco. 

� Gable – Wood horizontal siding with louver.  

� Trim – Wood cornice, typical throughout historic housing area. 
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� Patterns of fenestration – Original window and door openings.  

� Windows - Only original window sash remain in closets. Window trim remains under the 

metal panning. 

� Doors – Original V-joint tongue and groove front door with original hardware (Door 

100/1). Original paneled back door with glass (Door 103/1). 

� Light fixtures – Fixture over back door (missing shade). 

 

Interior: 

� Original interior wood doors and hardware (all interior doors). 

� Millwork, including door and window trim, baseboards, picture rail, scuttle access. 

� Plaster wall and ceiling finishes. 

� Historic flooring (may remain below installed laminate and carpeting).  

� Light Fixtures – Living Room sconces, Kitchen flush mount light, Mud Room flush mount 

light. 

� Plan and room layout (Living areas and bedrooms most important. Kitchen and bath 

finishes have been altered). 
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History and Significance of HS-05 Quarters   
Note: See Volume One for a full bibliography and additional information about the early development of 

the Historic Housing Area of Wind Cave National Park.  

 

HS-05, now referred to as Quarters, was built in 1924 to serve as a ranger’s cabin. The 

contractor for the project was Laurence Henry Kaudy of South Dakota. Between 1919 and 1924 

visitation to the park nearly doubled, and the permanent staff was expanded to meet the 

increased demand. The “ranger’s cabin” (HS-05) was built to house the needed additional 

employees.1  Like the first superintendent’s house (HS-04), this building was built without the 

benefit of a specific allocation in the annual budget. The 1924 Annual Superintendent’s Report 

noted that “No funds were appropriated specifically for construction this year but it was 

necessary to build a small ranger cabin to house the additional employees required to handle 

the increased number of visitors.”2   

 

A letter in another file showed that the superintendent at the time, Roy Brazell, was able to 

obtain permission to build the house by using a prefabricated “kit” house, which proved to be 

much less expensive than building it from scratch.3 Brazell’s letter noted that using a “ready cut 

and fitted” house would save as much as 50% of the cost of building from scratch. He also 

claimed that it would likely be of better quality, as he had difficulty acquiring good quality lumber 

in the area. His use of the term “ready cut” is a likely indication that he had been looking at 

catalogues of the Aladdin Company, a leading supplier of prefabricated house kits, which 

referred to their products as “Readi-cut Houses.” A sketch and plan included with that letter is 

very similar to plans published in the Aladdin catalogues of the late 1910s and early 1920s, and 

also very close to what was constructed in 1924 (Figures 1 and 2). Harris Homes, who also was 

a leading producer of ‘Ready-Cut System’ houses produced many simple one-story bungalow 

houses, including the ‘Presto-Up’ patented bolt together buildings that were marketed to the US 

Government. A search of several manufacturers from this time period beginning in 1920 through 

1924 did not reveal the model of this exact home constructed at Wind Cave. Other popular 

manufacturers included: Bilt-Well; L. F. Garlinghouse; Fenner Ready Built; Gordon-Vantine; 

Radford Bungalows; Bennett Better Built; and Sears.  

 

The house was originally located close to the road, just a few hundred feet northeast of the 

present site (Figure 4). In 1935, the house was moved to the present location, expanded and 

radically remodeled on the exterior to match other buildings in the park (Figures 13 and 14). 

Plans for the remodeling project were completed in August of 1934, by the National Park

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Service Branch of Plans and Design, and construction concluded in June 1935.4 The 

remodeling plans were signed by “Kerr” of the National Park Service (Appendix A). Much of the 

labor for the 1935 project was supplied by the CCC (also known as Emergency Conservation 

Work - ECW) crews; this was the ECW project #2 at Wind Cave. Project #1 was the 

construction of HS-03. (See the following timeline for more information on changes). Alterations 

included the relocation of interior partitions (expanding the hall to the east), an addition on the 

north side to expand the bedroom and closets, an addition to the west side of the house, 

constructing a basement and new stair, construction of a new brick and stone chimney, 

installation of new window trim and windows, removal of all wood shingle siding and installation 

of new stucco exterior finish, reconstruction of the front porch, removal of overhanging eaves 

and installation of new exterior cornice, refinishing wood flooring, and installation of new roof 

shingles and staining wood shingles. It is unknown exactly what was meant by staining the 

wood shingles. Perhaps remnants of original wood shingles could be located in the attic to 

provide evidence. If the shingles were indeed stained, this would have dramatically changed the 

appearance of the overall building.  

 

A 1961 management plan called for the demolition of this and the other houses across from the 

administration building as soon as they had “served reasonably their useful lives.” The plan was 

not executed, and in 1986 all of the buildings in the housing area, including this one, were 

reclassified as “Historical Buildings.” HS-05 Quarters is a contributing resource in the Wind 

Cave Historic District and it is significant as one of the oldest buildings of at Wind Cave National 

Park.

1924 

Built by Laurence Henry Kaudy of South Dakota. Identified as “ranger cabin”. Construction 

specifications found in property file at WCNP. Exterior walls were originally covered in shingles. 

[Karsmizki, “Administrative and Utility Area NR Nomination,” 7.41]  

 

Superintendent report notes that the number of visitors had doubled in the past 5 years. “No 

funds were appropriated specifically for construction this year but it was necessary to build a 

small ranger cabin (HS-05) to house the additional employees required to handle the increased 

number of visitors.” [1921 WICA Superintendent’s Annual Report] 

 

1929  

Altered [List of Classified Structures.] 

 

1934 

August 17, 1934. Plans completed for remodel of Employee’s Residence (HS-05). Plans were 

possibly drawn by “Kerr” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, 

recommended by Edward A. Nickel, for Ex. Chief Architect, 10/25/1934, and approved by Arno 

B. Camerer, Director on 11/13/1934. [Appendix A.] 

 

1935 

February 1935. Building moved to new location, interior additions, partitions relocated. Lath 

almost complete. Getting ready for plaster. Wiring complete. [March, 1935 WICA 

Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] 

 

April 1935. “Remodeling of the old Employee’s residence is nearing completion.” Plastering, 

calcimining, painting, sanding of floors completed. Exterior stucco and staining of roof. To be 

ready for occupancy in May. [May, 1935 WICA Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] 

 

May 16, 1935. Alteration to Employee’s residence (HS-05) complete. [June, 1935 WICA 

Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] 

 

September 1936. Superintendent reports that work on HS-05 included “a small basement 

excavated under clerk’s residence and Arcola heating system moved from back porch into 

basement. Allows for better efficiency and more room on back porch.” [October, 1936 WICA 

Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] 

 

1949 

Value $10,440.00. [Maintenance Department Files.] 
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1951 

June 15. Project completion Report. Replaced hot water plant and modernized piping system. 

Furnaces installed - oil burner. Forced warm air heat. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1952 

Plumbing Contract: Installed 1-1" shut off valve on main water line, P trap in kitchen, drain 

stopper unit bathroom. Windows replaced. [Maintenance Department Files]; [Karsmizki, 

“Administrative and Utility Area NR Nomination,” 7.42] 

 

Insulation installed in exterior walls. [WICA Museum Collection #WICA 4273.] 

 

1954  

Bathroom tiled. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1958 

Repair wiring- add attic electricity, Paint and stain exterior, new stove. [Maintenance 

Department Files.] 

 

1959 

August and December. Repair loose bath tile and install rugs. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1961 

“Master Plan for the Preservation and Use of Wind Cave National Park: Mission 66 Edition.”  

The plan called for the demolition of “residences across the road from the Administration 

building” (probably HS-05, HS-06, HS-07 once they had “served reasonably their useful lives.” 

[“Master Plan for the Preservation and Use of Wind Cave National Park: Mission 66 Edition.”  

WICA November 1961, 9.] 

 

1963 

June and September. Stucco basement walls and rewire. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1974 

Possibly Reshingled. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1976 

February 13, 1976. "Classified Structure Field Inventory Report" prepared and signed by Lance 

R. Williams.  

 

1978  

August and October. Window Screens and "In-O-Vent" heat saver installed. [Maintenance 

Department Files.] 
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1980-81 

Storm door, solar hot water, new kitchen cabinets and counter. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1982 

August 20, 1982. Removal of existing wood shingle roofing and reroofed with asphalt shingles. 

Direct Cost $3,921.67. (Recorded 23 Apr 1987) [Maintenance Department Files.]  

 

1985 

July and August. Heater replaced. Installed bathroom tile.  

Information partially blocked. May read: "Old 2 wire system removed, installed new wiring, 

grounding, entrance to weather head, panels and baseboard electric heaters. Clint's Electric. 

Direct Cost $6,666.33. (Recorded 30 May 1986) [Maintenance Department Files.]  

 

1986 

July. Building transferred from G.L. acct. 210 General Buildings to G.L. acct. 215 Historical 

Buildings (Recorded 16 Apr 1987). [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1988 

January. Constructed fire-proof walls and baseboard for wood-burning stove installation. Direct 

cost $452.72 (Recorded 20 Dec 1988). [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1990 

December 10, 1990. Remove the woodburning stove from HS-07 and put it in HS-05 where it is 

physically located. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1993 

October 1, 1993. Structure Ultimate Treatment (UT): Restoration. Not approved, Not completed. 

[List of Classified Structures.] 

 

1995 

Tested for Lead Based Paint. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

1999 

May have had some lead remediation. [Maintenance Department Files.]
