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Introduction 
 

Volume I of the Wind Cave National Park Historic Housing Area Historic Structures Report 

(HSR) covers the history of the development of the park and the historic housing area. This 

individual Volume V is to serve as a guide for the future caretaking of this significant property, 

HS-06 Quarters. This volume focuses on the individual history, review of existing conditions and 

treatment recommendations unique to HS-06.  

 

The one-story HS-06 Quarters was originally built in 1934. The 1,100 square feet residence 

currently serves as seasonal housing for park staff. The house is built into the hillside and faces 

east toward the Administration Building with a raised stone terrace across the front of the house 

(Figures 2 and 5). HS-06 is in nearly original 1934 form, with very few alterations. The house is 

visible from the public right of way and should be preserved in its current condition to the extent 

possible. 

 

The shell of the HS-06 is in overall good condition, having been very well maintained for the last 

81 years. Raised grade along the west and north sides of the house is causing deterioration of 

the stucco exterior. The stone foundation requires only spot repointing, but also requires 

monitoring for settlement. The southeast corner stone foundation and the south and east walls 

of the stone terrace were underpinned in 2004. Cracks are forming at the joint between the un-

stabilized and the stabilized portions of the foundation, as well as diagonally across the stone 

porch. The original wood windows are missing and require replacement in several of the rooms, 

in order to assist with the energy efficiency of the house. Besides these issues, the house 

requires basic maintenance and rehabilitation.  

 

With the ultimate treatment recommendation to Rehabilitate the building, great care shall be 

taken to rehabilitate and maintain the house in the gentlest means possible, while preserving 

the house’s most significant features. 

 

Significant Features  
Care should be taken to preserve the following significant historic features routine maintenance 

and through future rehabilitation projects.  

 

Exterior: 

� Site – Sloped site. House built into grade. 

� Massing – One story with hipped and gable roofs. 

� Roofline – Gable, hipped and low slope roofs. 

� Basic Footprint – Square with projections on the east, south and west sides. 

� Porches, stoops and stairs – Stone front terrace and front steps with battered stone 

walls. 

� Stonework—Native stone laid in a random ashlar pattern. Battered exposed foundations. 

� Chimneys – Native stone laid in a random ashlar pattern. 

� Stucco – Spanish stucco. 
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� Gable – Wood horizontal siding with louver.  

� Trim – Wood cornice, typical throughout historic housing area. 

� Patterns of fenestration – Original window and door openings.  

� Windows – No original window sash remain. Original trim remains under the metal 

panning. 

� Doors – Original V-joint tongue and groove front door with original hardware. Original 

French Doors to front terrace. 

� Light fixtures – Front porch wall fixture. 

 

Interior: 

� Original wood doors and hardware. 

� Millwork, including door and window trim, baseboards, picture rail, scuttle access. 

� Plaster wall and ceiling finishes. 

� Historic flooring (may remain below installed laminate and carpeting).  

� Light Fixtures – Living Room sconces. 

� Plan and room layout (Living areas and bedrooms most important. Kitchen and bath 

finishes have been altered). 
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History and Significance of HS-06 Quarters  
Note: See Volume One for a full bibliography and additional information about the early development of 

the Historic Housing Area of Wind Cave National Park.  

 

HS-06, now known as Quarters 6, was built in 1934 as an employee residence. The building 

was built by the Hot Springs Lumber Co.1 Plans for the building were completed by the National 

Park Service (NPS) Branch of Plans and Design in October of 1933 and construction was 

concluded in August 1934.2 The plans were drawn by “R.W.A.” of the National Park Service.3  

This is one of three buildings constructed by the Hot Springs Lumber Company at Wind Cave 

National Park between April and June, 1934. The contract also built HS-03, the 

Superintendent’s Residence, and HS-11, a large garage and machine shop. Monthly 

superintendent’s reports show that the construction contract was awarded April 6, and the new 

house was ready to occupy in August. The first resident was Chief Clerk, Mr. Parsons, who 

moved in on August 9, 1934.  

 

The site for the new house was enhanced by extensive landscaping, which was installed by 

CCC crews soon after construction was completed (Figure 8). A landscape plan was drawn by 

S. Serrano of the Denver office of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design a few 

months after Parsons moved in,4 and the completed landscaping was featured in a photo of the 

house published in 1937. The photo was included in an article about CCC work written by park 

superintendent Edward D. Freeland.5  

 

The full basement of the house was added about the same time the landscaping was finished. 

This work was also done by CCC crews, who added basements to three residences in 1937.6 

New windows were installed in 1952, and a small enclosed back porch was added in 1956. The 

new porch created an enclosed entry to the basement, which was originally accessible only 

from outside the house.  

 

A 1961 management plan which called for the demolition of this and other houses across from 

the administration building as soon as they had “served reasonably their useful lives.” It was not 

followed, and in 1986 all of the buildings in the housing area, including this one, were 

reclassified as “Historical Buildings.”7 HS-06 Quarters is a contributing resource in the Wind

1933 

October 10, 1933. Plans completed for construction of Employee’s Residence (HS-06). Plans 

were drawn by “R.W.A.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, 

recommended by W. G. Carnes, Chief Architect, 10/12/1933, and approved by Arno B. 

Camerer, Director on 11/28/1933. [Appendix A.] 

 

The design of the house has been attributed to NPS architect Howard Baker, per the List of 

Classified Structures, but no evidence that Baker was directly involved has been found.  

 

1934 

April 6, 1934. Contract let to Hot Springs Lumber Co, for “two residences and a machine shop.” 

(HS-03, HS-06, HS-11) $19,475.69. [April, 1934 WICA Superintendent’s Monthly Report.] A 

maintenance department entry dated 1959 values the building at $7,000, which may be the 

amount assigned to this portion of the original contract. [Maintenance Department Files.] 

 

August 11, 1934. Building completed. [Spreadsheet; June 7, 1934 WICA Superintendent’s 

Monthly Report.] Chief Clerk Mr. Parsons, moved in Aug 9, 1934. [1934 WICA Annual 

Superintendent’s Report.] 

 

October 15, 1934. Plans completed for landscape planting of Employee’s Residence (HS-06). 

Plans were drawn by “S. S.” of the National Park Service Branch of Plans and Design, 

recommended by W. G. Carnes, Chief Architect, 10/23/19343, and approved by Arno B. 

Camerer, Director on 11/15/1934. S. S. was probably Sam Serrano, see Feb. 25, 1937 entry 

below. [Appendix A.] 

 

1937 

January 20, 1937. “Howard W. Baker and S. Serrano arrived in the park in the morning, made 

an inspection of the projects being worked on that require landscape supervision, and left the 

park the following day for the Badlands.”  “An ECW crew, under supervision of stone mason, 

completed stone retaining walls in basement of employees’ residences. (Possibly HS-05, HS-06 

and HS-07.) They started work on third basement later part of the month.” [Jan. 1937 WICA 

Superintendent’s Monthly Report.]
